
CRITERIA FOR RECEIVING THE
2022 SHARYLAND FFA
SCHOLARSHIP

DUE May 1, 2024
Scholarship applicants must meet the following criteria:

1.
Must have been enrolled in the Sharyland FFA for a minimum of 3 of 


the preceding 4 years (high school years) and received a minimum of

3 Ag credits during that time. They must be enrolled in an Ag. Science class during Senior year. They must help with the RD Showdown for a minimum of 2 years.
2.
Must have been an active member of the Sharyland FFA during each of the three years.  An active member is one who has participated in at least one of the following per year and 2 more throughout the duration of FFA membership:

· Competed on Leadership Development Event team(s)

· Career Development Event team(s)

· Speaking Event(s)

· Exhibited a project at an approved livestock show at least two of the three years under the Sharyland FFA.  (Projects include all livestock, shop, Horticulture, art, and any other projects that can be exhibited at livestock shows.)
3.
Must have made formal application to enroll in any technical,
vocational or other school of higher education. Proof of enrollment is required for scholarship to be awarded.
4.
Applicant must be a graduating senior at Sharyland High School.

5. 
Scholarship amount will vary each year depending upon available funds, and are not to exceed $300.00.
6. 
Students who qualify are also required to assist with the set-up/clean-up of the FFA Banquet, and must attend the Banquet to remain eligible for the scholarship.
